
 Double Daisy Pin

1. Untangle one piece of wire and smooth out to 
full length.  Cut off bent part of end so that 

you have a smooth wire to feed into beads. 

2. Pick up one 4” bugle and place on wire ap-
proximately 3” to 5” from one end of the 

wire.  This will be the short end of the wire.  

Wrap the short end and the long end around 
the jump ring 2 times.  

3. Pick up a second 4” bugle.  Wrap the long 

end of the wire around the ring 2 times. 
4. Continue putting on bugles until you have 5 

petals as shown in picture. 

5. Wrap each end of wire around center ring 
several times & then cut off ends of each 

wire. 

 

1. Untangle second piece of wire and smooth 
out to full length.  Cut off bent part of end so 

that you have a smooth wire to feed into 

beads. 
2. Wrap a short end of wire around the ring 2 

times.  Long end of wire should be located in 

the middle of a 4” petal that you created in 
the first row. 

3. Pick up one 3” bugle and place on wire .  

Wrap  around ring inside the petal, to the 
right of the petal and then inside the next 

petal. 

4. Pick up second 3” bugle and repeat wire 
wrapping just as in step 3. 

5. Continue until all 5 petals have been added. 

6. Wrap wire around center ring and between 
petals until short end and long end of wire are 

on  opposite ends of flower. 

7. String long and short end of wire through 
each hole of flower on either end.  Make sure 

flower is centered and then wrap wire around 

metal rings many times to secure in place.  
Cut off ends of wire making sure they point 

towards center of ring. 

8. Apply slow dry glue to pin back and metal 
ring.  Next use a hot glue gun and fill in the 

space in the center of ring. 
9. Place pin back into place.  The hot glue will 

hold pin back in place allowing slow dry glue 

time to dry overnight.  Make sure that slow 
drying glue overlaps onto the edges of the pin 

back.  You may add a little additional glue if 

necessary to envelope edges. 

Supplies: 
5 Flexible bugle beads 4” 

5 Flexible bugle beads 3” 

1 MyELEMENTS Flower 22-23mm 
2 lengths 28”-32” of 26g wire  

1 metal ring 

1 round pin back 
Glue-hot glue 

Glue-a longer setting glue for metal and plastic 

epoxy cement products will work well
